2010 YMCA BATTLE OF THE BUSINESSES 
LARGE DIVISION 

 
 

1. The Jamestown Battle of the Businesses is open to all Jamestown area businesses, corporations, and 
organizations.  This would include groups such as the fire department, police department, and school 
districts.  Any questions regarding a team's eligibility will be determined by the Battle of the 
Businesses Committee. 

 
2. The Large Division will consist of companies that have 101 employees or more.  The Chamber of 

Commerce will be utilized to verify employment numbers. 
 

3. Each team may have an unlimited # of members on their roster.  A roster member may participate in 
as many events as they desire.  It is up to the team captain and the participants to avoid placing 
individuals in events that have time slot conflicts.  Team captains should try to get as many people 
involved as possible. 

 
4. Teams will be limited to current part-time and full-time employees who are on the payroll as of 

August 1, 2010.  Company employees who do not live in the surrounding area are not permitted to 
participate. 

 
5. Entry for the event will be $400.00 per team.  Teams must order Battle T-shirts for all participants 

that are on the roster.  The cost is $8.00-$10.00 each.  There are no T-shirts included in the $400.00 
entry fee.   

 
6. The entry fee for the Battle of the Businesses will give the participating companies the following 

benefits: 
1.  Entry into the competition. 
2.  Payment of all extra fees, such as golf green fees, bowling, etc. 
3.  Refreshments throughout the competition. 
4.  Team practices at the YMCA. (temporary summer membership)  
5.  Awards 
6.  Captains’ Dinner 
7.  Camp Onyahsa Picnic 

 
7. Team applications (with t-shirt order), entry fees, and event check-off form are due by August 2, 

2010.  Team roster, waiver of liability, and event rosters are due by September 2, 2010.  As soon as 
the application and entry fee are submitted, team members may use the YMCA for training and 
practice.

subbing are not active while in the crease. 
 

3. Two 15 minute halves.  5-minute halftime. 
 

4. The purpose is to score by throwing the ball into the other team's basket.  1 point per basket or 2 
points at designated two-point line. 

 
5. If scored upon, the defending team gets the ball to restart the game.  

 
7. Game starts with players at their respective ends, the ball is thrown into the center of the 

pool and the game begins. 
     

8. Teams must make an attempt at a basket within 30 seconds – no stalling. 
 
9. Games ending in a tie would go to sudden death playoff.  First team to score wins. 

 
10. As soon as a player's tube is touched by at least one hand of the opponent who is in possession of the 

ball, he or she must immediately pass or shoot the ball under five seconds.  Failure to get rid of the 
ball constitutes loss of possession. 

 
12. No passing the ball to yourself and guiding the ball along side of tube to avoid possession  

       rule. 
 

13. Players must sit in tubes with both feet hanging over the tube. 
 

14. No tube contact and pinning of players is allowed when not making a play on the ball. 
The Following Penalties will Result in Loss of Possession: 
 Propelling oneself using the side of the pool. 
 Offensive player in crease area when shot is made.  This also negates the goal. 
 Intentionally splashing opponent. 
 Holding and pushing off opponent's tube. 
 

Foul Shot:  A foul shot is from a designated foul line.  Men or women can shoot.   
Penalties resulting in foul shot: 
 -Flipping another opponent’s tube 
 -Falling out of own tube
