The Small Division will consist of companies that have 100 employees or less. The Chamber of
Commerce will be utilized to verify employment numbers.

Each team may have up to 100 members on their roster. A roster member may participate in as
many events as they desire. It is up to the team captain and the participants to avoid placing
individuals in events that have time slot conflicts. Team captains should try to get as many
people involved as possible.

Teams will be limited to current part-time and full-time employees who are on the payroll as of
August 1, 2010.
